The domestic law of the great majority of the member States of the Council of Europe has evolved and it
continues to evolve, in company with the relevant international instrument (European Court of Human Rights
decision in case of Marckx v. Belgium, 1979).

The States Parties [of the European Convention on Human Rights] and the Court [the European Court of
Human Rights] share responsibility for realising the effective implementation of the Convention, underpinned by the
fundamental principle of subsidiarity (High Level Conference on the Future of the European Court of Human Rights
(Brighton Declaration), 2012).

Although both the Convention [of the European Convention on Human Rights] and the EU legal order are
committed to protecting fundamental rights, their respective systems of protection do not operate in precisely the
same way. Whilst the Convention operates as an external check on the obligations imposed by that international
agreement on the Contracting Parties, the EU system of fundamental rights protection is an internal component of
the rule of law within the EU (Koen Lenaerts, President of the Court of Justice of the European Union. ECHR and the
CJEU: Creating Synergies in the Field of Fundamental Rights Protection. Solemn hearing for the opening of the Judicial
Year, 26 January 2018).
